" Get them to talk and make connections with the different themes and topics,

especially the earlier topics to ensure they are able to articulate their thoughts.
This helps them to remember these concepts better!

" Get them to reflect, analyse everyday phenomenon and interpret data and
information.

For example:

= Tell me about what you have learnt about the water cycle. It has been raining

these few days. Why does it happen? There seem to be an increase in the number
of dengue cases. Is there a connection or link?
